The eyes of understanding being enlightened; that may know what is the hope of
his/her calling, and what the riches of the glory of his/her inheritance in the saints. (Eph 1:18)

And may know what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe,
according to the working of his mighty power (Eph 1:20)

That he would grant , according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened with might by
his Spirit in the inner man (Eph 3:16)

That Christ may dwell in 's heart by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love. (Eph
3:17).

And that may be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and
depth, and height .... to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge. (Eph 3:18,19)

And that might be given the right words, that he/she may open their mouth boldly, to
make known the mystery of the gospel (Eph 6:19)

That 's love may abound more and more in knowledge and depth of insight, so that
may be able to discern what is best and may be pure and blameless for the day of Christ
(Philipians 1:9,10)

That God may open a door for 's message, so that they may proclaim the mystery of Christ,
.... that they may proclaim it clearly (Col 4:3,4)
